RESIDUAL/BALLOON — A residual/Balloon is a figure that you need to pay back to the leasing company at the
end of the term, e.g., the residual is set at 32.5% of the cost of the vehicle on a 4 year lease (net GST).

RUNNING COST - all costs associated with running a vehicle, e.g., fuel, maintenance, CTP, insurance, registration
etc.

STAMP DUTY — Stamp Duty is payable when purchasing a used vehicle.

FEES - A fee of $350 is deducted from your Smart Salary account Pre Tax and paid to First Capital Financial
Planning (FCFP).

- Ongoing — an ongoing fee of $12.15 per fortnight per fortnight is charged from your salary packaging
account for FCFP to monitor your account. This has been factored into your package and paid from
pre-tax dollars.

- Administration Fee — this is a fee charged by Smart Salary of $6.97 per fortnight to administer the
account. This has been factored into your package and paid from pre-tax dollars.

FBT YEAR — The Fringe Benefit Tax year is from the 1% April to the 31° March the following year. Therefore
nominated kilometres need to be reached by the 31° March or pro-rata.

FUEL CARD — A caltex or BP Plus card is available.
REIMBURSEMENT OF RUNNING COSTS - A claim form needs to be completed with your receipt or tax invoice

attached and sent to Smart Salary for reimbursement. Reimbursement will only occur if there are enough funds built
up in your Smart Salary account.
